No matter where you are in your
faith, or if you ever feel unqualified, here's
a few things you can do:

Live it out

Even if you are new in your faith, you can
live it out in front of your kids, sharing with
them both your mistakes and triumphs.

There's no better way for our kids to
understand the true meaning of grace
than when we invite them to witness the
journey, letting them see firsthand the
miracle of us being transformed right in
front of their eyes.

Study the Bible

| asked a friend of mine, who did not
grow up with a model of faith in his home,
where he finds the tools to share with his
kids. He answered confidently, “All that
we, or our children, need to know about
God is revealed in His Scriptures.”

Pray

There can be something healthy about
humbly accepting that something is
outside of our expertise. Recognizing we
may not have the tools we need can send
us to our knees asking God for help.
